Herrmann explained that with this submission for 

matching funds Candidates James Florio and Chuck Hardwick have 

now qualified for receipt of the $1.35 million maximum in public 

funds in the 1989 primary election. Candidate Cary Edwards has 

already qualified to receive the $1.35 million maximum in public 

funds. 

The Commission will transmit the certifications to the 

State Treasurer who, it is anticipated, will issue checks later 

this week. The checks will be deposited by the Commission in the 

candidates' public funds bank accounts and will be available for 

use immediately thereafter. 

The New Jersey Public Financing Program provides that 

each dollar of an eligible contribution will be matched with two 

dollars of public funds after a candidate has raised and expended 

a minimum of $150,000 in contributions of $1500 or less. 

Herrmann noted that the Commission has received further 

applications for public matching funds from 1989 primary election 

Candidates Gerald Cardinale, Chuck Hardwick, and Alan Karcher. 

The public funds submissions received Monday, April 24 will be 

reviewed, and amounts determined to be eligible for match will be 

certified by the Commission at its meeting on Thursday, May 4, 

1989. 
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
